An outdoor lakefront setting with the likelihood of still warm fall days (709), cool nights (500)
and the possibility of a rainy morning suggests your clothing needs. Dress at Camp Arcadia is
casual.

Coin-operated laundry facilities for guests are located in the basement of the Wigwam adjacent to
the women's beach showers. Laundry detergent is provided; there is also an iron and ironing
board.

Rooms are provided with bedding; bath towels will be refreshed on Saturday; you may wish to
bring your own beach towels and hand towels.

Delicious homemade meals are served in the Inn's dining room: breakfast on Saturday and
Sunday is from 7:30-9:00 a.m., Saturday lunch is at 12:30 p.m. and dinner is at 6 p.m. Sunday
lunchisat 11:30 am.
