Camp Arcadia furnishes soap, blankets, sheets, pillows & pillowcases.  Please bring your own towels! 
 
By Michigan State law we are required to have ALL of your child’s medication IN THE ORIGINAL 
BOTTLE (including aspirin or vitamins) turned into the Nurse upon arrival at Camp.  This is a critical 
preventative safety measure for your child and the others at Camp. 
 
Please do not bring food, snacks or soda.  You may purchase these items in the Camp store during daily 
free time (prices range from .50 - $2.50).  The store also has t-shirts, sweatshirts and other souvenir items 
that range in price from $1 - $45.   
 
Please leave laptops, ipods, PDA’s, skateboards, roller blades, game boys, and radios at home.  We 
request that you not bring a cell phone to camp, but if you must bring one it should remain turned off 
during the time you are here.  State law prohibits possession of fireworks, firearms, knives, alcohol or 
drugs, or tobacco of any kind. 
 
For spending money at Camp Arcadia, we use a cashless tab system.  Camp Arcadia is not responsible for 
any cash misplaced by campers. 
 

 Dress is casual, although Friday evening’s meal is a “candle light” dinner and campers may wish 
to wear good church clothes. 

 
 Canoe trips are part of the weekly program, weather permitting.  The cost of the trip is included in 

your retreat fee.

How to Reach Camp Arcadia 
 

Arcadia, Michigan is located on highway M-22 that runs north/south between Manistee and Frankfort along 
Lake Michigan.  Arcadia is about 20 miles north of Manistee and 10 miles south of Frankfort.  From M-22, 
turn west onto Oak Street and drive to the end of the street where you will see the Camp arch, turnaround and 
parking area.
